Cypriot prehistory and
Kissonerga village

Archaeological investigations over the last 30
years have revealed the long and fascinating
history of Kissonerga. The village boasts some
of the oldest water wells in the world at
Kissonerga-Mylouthkia: evidence of some of
the first Neolithic settlers on Cyprus (around
8600 BC). These communities brought their
crops and animals over the sea and maintained
contacts with the mainland, sharing their
beliefs and practices. Neolithic people
gradually lost their ancestral connections and
developed new ways of life unique to the
island, such as dwelling in roundhouses with
thick walls.

A settlement was founded at Kissonerga-
Mosfilia in the Late Aceramic Neolithic
(around 6000 BC) and grew in size during the
Chalcolithic period until it was finally
abandoned around 2400 BC. The people of
Kissonerga then established a settlement just
down the hill at Kissonerga-Skalia (currently
under excavation), which was occupied
throughout the Early-Middle Bronze Age
before being abandoned around 1650 BC.

It is uncertain where the inhabitants of
Kissonerga went during the Late Bronze Age
but people returned to the area during the
Archaic period and the village has since
flourished, from the Roman through
Byzantine periods to the present.

Why Kissonerga has been such a focal point
for past settlement is something that
archaeologists are now investigating but it
must certainly be related to the renowned
fresh water springs, and the wealth and beauty
of the natural landscape.

The Chalcolithic settlement at
Kissonerga-Mosfilia

The only remains preserved from the earliest
occupation in the Neolithic and Early
Chalcolithic periods were pits and evidence of
insubstantial dwellings, probably made from
timber. The building foundations you can see in
the archaeological site date to the Middle and
Late Chalcolithic periods. During the Middle
Chalcolithic (around 3400-2900 BC) the
settlement flourished, becoming one of the
largest on the island, and circular houses were
built with stone foundations and mud upper
walls with a timber, soil and reed roof.
Characteristic of these dwellings were a thick
lime plaster floor with a central hearth and the
division of the space into different sleeping,
working and activity areas. There were open
spaces within the settlement for cooking or
community gatherings. The Middle Chalcolithic
was also characterised by striking
anthropomorphic figurines made from stone and
clay and vibrant Red-on-White painted pottery.
There is further information on one of the most
significant finds from the site, the House Bowl,
on the information panels next to the site.

Archaeological evidence indicates a short break
in occupation from around 2,900 BC before the
site was rebuilt during the Late Chalcolithic
(around 2700-2400 BC), when we begin to see
evidence of some contacts with the wider
Mediterranean and the appearance of new types
of pottery and other artefacts. These are the
styles of material found in the building that you
are standing in and shown in the digital
reconstruction. The site was finally abandoned
around 2,400 BC, during the so-called ‘Philia’
phase, the transition between the Chalcolithic
and the Bronze Age.

Living in the Late Chalcolithic

What can the objects in the
Pithos House tell us about Late
Chalcolithic life?

The Pithos House was destroyed by fire
(accidently or intentionally), leaving traces of
wooden beams and roofing material as well as a
uniquely rich assemblage of around 280 artefacts
preserved on the floor, providing a great deal of
evidence for daily life. In addition to the pottery,
the fire also left evidence of the different
activities undertaken by the people using the
roundhouse. These include making bone and
stone tools, and food and liquid preparation and
consumption. Particularly frequent are ground
stone tools such as axes, chisels and stones for
grinding grain. One stone installation is possibly
the earliest known olive press on the island. The
fierceness of the fire that destroyed the house
suggests that many of the storage vessels may
have contained olive oil. The most poignant find
was the skeletal remains of an infant found
within the debris of the building but we don’t
know the circumstances of the child’s death. ; ; s X )

Other less obviously functional finds in the
collapse from the house include rare and exotic
blue faience beads, evidence for some of the
earliest copper working on the island, large
triton sea shells, and numbers of small stones
shaped into cones. The function of these remains
mysterious but they may have been tokens for
exchange. One has a geometric design engraved
into the base and it may have functioned as a
stamp seal, suggesting a possible administrative
or symbolic function. This is one of only two
examples of this type known from the Late
Chalcolithic. There is no doubt that the Pithos
House was a building of a special nature,
perhaps providing evidence for privileged access
to resources by some sectors of society.
